TANE is a member of the Responsible Jewellery Council (RJC). The RJC is a
standard-setting organization established to advance responsible ethical, human
rights, social and environmental practices throughout the gold, silver, platinum group
metals, diamond and colored gemstone jewelry supply chain.

RJC has developed a benchmark standard for the jewelry supply chain, and credible
mechanisms for verifying responsible business practices through third-party
auditing.

As an RJC member we commit to operating our business in accordance with the
RJC Code of Practices. We commit to integrating ethical, human rights, social and
environmental considerations into our day-to-day operations, business planning
activities and decision-making processes.

As an RJC member, we are also committed to the installation of the TANE
Sustainability Committee in 2020, in order to keep our promises, while being
dedicated to the actions established by the Responsible Jewellery Council.

As an RJC member, we are committed to study and view actions that will bring us
closer to reach the Sustainable Development Goals established by the UN in our
daily operations, including those that are not currently under the views of the RJC.

As an RJC member, the commitment to third parties is as important as our
collaborators, to which we will be presenting our Sustainability Report as an annually
recurring obligation.
